RM550mil new innovation for urban living

A NEW skyscraper is rising in Bangsar South, Kuala Lumpur.

Construction works have just kicked off for Novum, the latest high-rise residential project to be introduced in the
affluent neighbourhood.

Developed by Kedah-based developer Eupe Corporation Berhad, Novum is being built over 1.22 hectares.

The project comprises three tower blocks — 40 storeys in Tower A, 31 storeys in Tower B, and 37 storeys in
Tower C, with 49 different suite layouts ranging from 647sq ft to 1,441sq ft (60.11sq m to 133.87sq m).

Each unit is said to centre on space, comfort and flexibility to accommodate different lifestyle preferences with
practical designs and premium fixtures.

Eupe Corporation Berhad managing director Datuk Beh Huck Lee expressed his excitement for the company’s
first foray into the country’s capital.

“This marks a milestone for us as we bring our innovative approach to lifestyle development from northern
Malaysia to Kuala Lumpur.

“Novum is designed to capture the spirit of the south of Bangsar, the new buzz of the capital; its iconic features
and latest in contemporary facilities and convenience will define the location for years to come,” he said.

Novum, as Beh explained, means “new innovation” in the Latin language, symbolising the company’s aim in
raising the bar on urban design and lifestyle.

Some of the key facilities shared by residents include a celebrity kitchen, which comes installed with
professional cooking facilities, enabling residents or invited chefs to showcase their culinary skills.

To facilitate such events, the kitchen is also linked to a dining area that can host small to medium-sized dining
parties.

Novum also has its own business centre, a study area for students or a venue for professionals who seek to
work from home with an office experience. Other facilities include a 50m-lap pool and a floating gym, both of
which overlook the city skyline.

The convenience aspect also kicks in through Novum’s own mobile app called the New Digital Life. With the app,

residents can book facilities, pay utility bills and also gain access to lifestyle information.
Piling works have taken off since late last year and construction for the main building will commence in May.

The project, with a gross development value of RM550mil, is targeted for completion in mid-2019.
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
